2014 Report from Executive Director,
Fred Bauermeister

You know the expression...”"Waiting for the other shoe to
drop”? 2014 was a year like that! When the Affordable Care
Act (ACA) was implemented in January 2014, the question
was asked by our friends “Will there still be a need for the
Free Clinic?” Other friends asked, “Will funders still support
the Free Clinic?”

There were several forces at work supporting the Clinic.
Kaiser Permanente has a contract with us to provide Family
Practice Physicians through their Residency Program through
July of 2016. This means that we will have physicians
providing quality, continuous care to our patients.

There was a dip in services, the first in our 43 year

history. This can partly be attributed to the ACA, but we also
implemented a new electronic health record system that will
make the Clinic more efficient in the long run, but the complex
implementation brought the program to a near stop for a few
weeks in early 2014.

The City of Simi Valley stepped up with a sustaining grant
fund of $67,500 to shore up the Clinic while we worked at
completing the capital campaign for the Under One Roof
project. Under One Roof will be the future home of the Free
Clinic along with several satellite offices of other non-profit
services.

All of our partners, Simi Valley
Hospital, Rotary and Kiwanis Clubs,
United Methodist Church, AMGEN,
along with our many Friends of the
Free Clinic are still here too. Our 160
volunteers and our staff are still
committed to our good work.

2014 was challenging, but the
second shoe never really dropped.
We just picked up the first shoe,
put it back on, and kept walking.
